Service Department Superintendent Scott Brock stated we have had some more drainage issues on individual properties around town.  We have been working with individual property owners to get them tied into the system.  We are working with 219 Cain Street, 29 Comer Court, 421 Holderman Place, 107 Yale Avenue, and 781 Greyhound Drive to get the drainage taken care of.

Service Department Superintendent Brock stated actually I am waiting for them to get deeper then we can start patching with the Durapatcher.

Council Member Sands asked are you going to let them borrow it?

Council Member Green stated I thought the big holes had to be hot patched.
Service Department Superintendent Brock stated those are considered potholes and we can use the Durapatcher for those.

MUNICIPAL MANAGER’S COMMENTS
Municipal Manager Markus stated the budget battle continues in Columbus.  They should have the last of the different groups complete by Thursday of this week.  They will then move everything out of the House and up to the Senate.  There are approximately two hundred (200) amendments that have been offered by different individuals so I am certain it will take some time to work through.  The May 5th date for a budget vote is obviously not going to be met so we will see where we go from there.  They have quite a bit of time to work their way through the amendment.  Keep in mind there are about three thousand (3,000) pages to the document, in addition to those two hundred (200) amendments so there is quite a bit of filtering to be done.  It yet remains to be seen how it will finally sort itself out.  They are starting to realize how unwieldy some of that paperwork is and are looking at separating different portions of it out.  If we get something more substantial I will let you know.  Hopefully we will have a real good handle on which way the budget is going to go by the next council meeting.
