ADMINISTRATIVE STAFF COMMENTS
Mayor Arriola stated we will go to administrative staff comments. Police Chief Daulton.
Police Chief Daulton stated Sunday morning Officers Gingry and Sorrell apprehended the subject who broke into the Brethren Church on S. Church Street.  The subject is now incarcerated in the Montgomery County Jail for multiple felonies. They were assisted by Jackson Township, Perry Township Police Departments and the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Department.  A very alert neighbor noticed something out of the ordinary at the Church and called dispatch. Our officers secured the area until they got enough help from other departments to make a search of the building where the subject was found inside the building and was taken into custody.

Police Chief Daulton replied no.  I believe he is 21 years of age and it is not our first time dealing with him.

Lieutenant Al Dennis has graciously agreed to oversee that project again.  He has done it for a number of years and does an excellent job for us. Every year he adds a little bit more than the prior year. New Lebanon Beggar’s Night will be Monday October 31st between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m.

MUNICIPAL MANAGER’S COMMENTS
Municipal Manager Markus stated I have a couple of quick comments.  Main Street Phase IV and the Farmersville-Johnsville Project the two OPWC Projects we have underway right now are proceeding along very well.  The Sanitary Sewer Phase IX will be bid later this fall.  Just as a reminder to Council the two resolutions you passed tonight for those two projects will also see a mirror resolution when we get ready to do the Sanitary Sewer Project.
Our Round 26 OPWC Grant applications were submitted August 24th.  Our road project will be Phase 1 of the Fuls Road Project and if funded, will come from Main Street south down Fuls Road to the south entrance edge of Don Rusk Memorial Park. It will mirror image the first four phases of Main Street with sidewalk on both sides, storm sewer, curb, gutter, and two courses of asphalt.  The other project we submitted was Phase 10 of our Sanitary Sewer Relining Project which you do not see because like all of the sanitary sewer relining they are very important to the community and to our waste system as well as to our water aquifers but they are underground so you just do not see them.  It does not have the pizzazz of a road project that is torn up for three or four months and it is beautiful when it is finished.
Stagecoach Days Committee Personnel have requested to proceed with plans to have a “Free Movie” in Don Rusk Memorial Park on Saturday, October 1st.  I have given them permission to do that.  They plan to sell refreshments.  It is a fund raiser for the Stagecoach Days Committee.  This all hinges on their ability to secure a sponsor to pick up the cost of the film and all of the necessary equipment.  If that works out for them it will be on Saturday, October 1st at Don Rusk Park.  They will get some advertising out with the exact time and details closer to the date.  It should be a fun event if we don’t have inclement weather.  That is all I have.
