ADMINISTRATIVE STAFF COMMENTS

Fire Chief Markus stated a couple of quick things; the Haunted Fire House is Monday October 31st between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m. and it is also Trick or Treat Night in the area.  

At the last meeting I mentioned that the New Lebanon Fire Department has been provided with smoke detectors via a grant from the State Fire Marshalls office.  We will install them for anybody in the New Lebanon Fire district who does not have at least one in their home.   We have only had one telephone call.  I would like to interpret that to mean everybody has smoke detectors.  We do have free smoke detectors; we will come out to install one in your home for you.  If you need a smoke detector installed just call 687-1341 and we will schedule an appointment to come out to your residence and install one for you.

They have been impacted by the rain which affected their ability to pour concrete but you probably have noticed that they do have the curb and the gutter on the north side.  That is essential to be able to cut the grade on the street and they are finishing up on the last few aprons on the south side and then they will be moving back on the north side to do concrete work.  They are a little ahead of schedule.

Vice Mayor Madden asked what is their estimated completion date?

Municipal Manager Markus replied they should be finished by the end of the month.

Council Member Green asked are they going to plant little trees like they have on the other phases or would that interfere with the traffic lights and the view?
Municipal Manager Markus stated there is not much planting space there like there was in the first three phases of Main Street.  We are still talking about whether we are going to do any trees there.  Most of it by Fuls Road has very nice old growth trees in place so there just isn’t much space for that.
