ADMINISTRATIVE STAFF COMMENTS
Mayor Arriola stated we will go to administrative staff comments. Police Chief Daulton.
Police Chief Daulton stated Officers McCoy and Gingry are responsible for making an arrest of one of the subjects who was wanted for aggravated burglary and three to four thefts from autos in town.  They broke into an occupied apartment.  The occupants were asleep in the apartment.  They obtained a partial description of the suspects and the vehicle.  By using the license plate reader we have they were able to come up with a license plate number and a photograph of the van leading to an arrest.

MUNICIPAL MANAGER’S COMMENTS
Municipal Manager Markus stated I have a couple of quick comments.  At the last council meeting I supplied documentation on our potential move from the Regional Dispatch Center to Englewood Dispatch.  We completed our study.  The bottom line is dollars.  We are going to save $22,000.00 a year by moving away from Regional Dispatch and moving to Englewood Dispatch.  Englewood will charge us $5.40 per police dispatch and Regional Dispatch will charge us $10.90 for the very same service.  We will be moving to the City of Englewood for our dispatching effective October 1st.  This will be mentioned in our community newsletter.  We have the new stickers with the new non-emergency number going out.  Right now you call 225-4357 which is 225-HELP.  We actually have a 687 number for people to call beginning October 1st.  The general population has no need to call the number now.  The number goes into effect October 1st and will be 687-3080.  Everyone will receive stickers in the community newsletter to put on your telephones.
Council Member Green asked how can it be a 687 number and go to Englewood?

Municipal Manager Markus stated we requested it.  It is toll free.

Council Member Green asked do you have to dial 1-800?

Municipal Manager Markus stated no, it is toll free.  You will dial 687-3080 just like if you are calling anyone in New Lebanon.

Council Member Green stated but they do not live in Englewood.

Municipal Manager stated no they do not, but it is a toll free number so you will not have any toll charges.  If you call from a cell phone there would not be any toll charges because most cell plans allow you to call other towns without toll charges.  This allows a person who has a standard land line to call from New Lebanon to Englewood at no cost.

Council Member Green stated great.

Municipal Manager Markus stated that will be happening on October 1st.  The Fire Department has been dispatched by Englewood since Brookville went out of the dispatch business.  We have had absolutely no problems.  The transition was flawless and everything has continued to work very well.  I have no reason to not have the same expectation when we move the police operation to Englewood.

Council Member Green stated each household will get those little stickers, correct.

Municipal Manager Markus stated if they open their newsletter they will find stickers stapled inside.

The multiple agency training exercise held at Dixie Elementary School went very well.  We had a variety of public safety and public service agencies involved in the training exercise.  Everyone had an opportunity to learn a lot in terms of operational issues.

I am sure you all have noticed that the Main Street Improvement Project started last week and the Farmersville-Johnsville Road Project is scheduled to start on August 20th.  We will come back to Council for the Sanitary Sewer Relining, which is not near as visible to get bid authorization.  
The resolution voted on tonight has our two grant applications which will be turned in this August for next year’s funding.  Fuls Road Phase 1 is going to look like Main Street.   We will be doing the same things with curb, gutter, sidewalk, and road repair, etc.  Phase 2 will be the same thing for Fuls Road as Phase 1.  Phase 1 will run from Main Street to the south edge of the entrance to Don Rusk Park.  Phase 2 will run from the south edge of Don Rusk Park to the south corporate limits on Fuls Road.  We chose to do that rather than jump onto Phase 5. As you know I just mentioned that Farmersville-Johnsville Road is going to be completed this fall.  When we do Fuls Road that brackens in Main Street so we will do Phase 1 as a 2012 project and then Phase 2 will be 2013 project with the application for Phase 5 of Main Street and then in 2014 it will be Phase 6 of Main Street then we would have that entire area completed as long as we continue to receive funding.
Vice Mayor Madden asked is that a one year contract on the dispatch?

Municipal Manager Markus stated actually we are not doing a contract.  We have not had a price increase for the fire dispatch and we have had dispatch services provided from them since Brookville went out of the business of dispatching several years ago.  In fact part of that $22,000.00 is a savings to the Fire Department because our dispatch cost will decrease by $2.00 per dispatch since we are going to piggy back with the police operations.

Mayor Arriola stated good job.  We like saving money.

Vice Mayor Madden stated Rick are you good with this?

Police Chief Daulton stated yes.
