ADMINISTRATIVE STAFF COMMENTS
Mayor Arriola stated we will go to administrative staff comments.  We will start with Police Chief Daulton. 
Police Chief Daulton stated as you all are aware the council packets were delayed.  They were delivered this week.  We apologize for that and steps have been taken to prevent it from happening again.  We will have another drug drop-off on April 11th between the hours of 11:00 am to 4:00 pm here at the Municipal Building.  Two search warrants were issued recently; one for DNA on a sexual assault and one to recover a suspect’s shoes and stolen property.

Mrs. Green asked did you find them?

Police Chief Daulton stated we did find the suspects shoes and some property.  There were no serial numbers on it so we are now in the process of determining if it was in fact stolen.  The serial numbers just fell off. 
Mrs. Green stated it can happen.  What time is the drug drop-off?

Police Chief Daulton replied it is from 11:00 am to 4:00 p.m. on 4-11-2011.  We are also scheduling a second one on 6-07-2011 for the same time.  This will be put on our Facebook page and on the Village website.  We were assisted by the Range Task Force on the search warrant for the shoes and property.  They have more experience on search warrant entries.  It was a low risk warrant.

That is not going to happen this year because the state is still working on the budget so they are not in any position yet to make any announcements yet until they determine what levels of funding are going to go where.

There will be several state officials who will have additional information on the budget and our local Representative Henne will be there.  If any of you or anyone in the audience has some questions you would like us to ask, we have a laundry list of our own, but we will be happy to add your questions on to it.
