ADMINISTRATIVE STAFF COMMENTS
Mayor Arriola stated we will go to administrative staff comments. Does Police Chief Daulton have anything?
Municipal Manager Markus stated no sir, he does not.

Mayor Arriola stated Fire Chief Markus.

Fire Chief Markus stated I would like to remind everybody that we have our pancake breakfast this Saturday between 8:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. at the Fire Station.  The information is on the sign located in front of the Fire Station.  Adults are $6.00 and children are $3.00, and children under 3 years of age are free.
Mayor Arriola stated Zoning Compliance Officer Lunsford.
Zoning Compliance Officer Lunsford stated I have nothing tonight sir. 
Mayor Arriola stated does anybody have anything for Dave.  Nothing was heard.
Mayor Arriola stated does Chief Financial Officer Etter have anything.
Municipal Manager Markus stated no sir, she does not.

Mayor Arriola stated does Service Department Superintendent Scott Brock have anything.
Municipal Manager Markus stated Scott’s issues are pretty much what you would expect right now.  We have had a lot of rain and weather delays which have stopped us from doing a lot of the things we would normally accomplish by now such as the street repairs and some of the other things we talked about at the last council meeting.  We started to get a handle on the grass and got Don Rusk Park taken care of, not in the swale because that is too wet and muddy, but the majority of that was taken care of as well as some of our other municipal properties.  You might have noticed that we have a couple of areas formed up for sidewalk repairs on West Main Street.  As soon as we get a break we will be pouring concrete and starting to catch up from there.  He has a big list going but he is making good progress.

Mayor Arriola stated does anyone have any questions.

Council Member Green stated you know we always have the moss on the pond.  How will all of the rain we are having affect the moss; will it cause less of the moss this year?
Municipal Manager stated at this point in the year it will have no impact at all.  We have aerators out there, which is another one of Scott’s projects that we are waiting on to get a break in the weather to rewire.  There are some muskrats out there and they have chewed through the electrical wiring.  You can now see that both aerators are back in service and working.  It is the low water level in the heat of the summer that causes the algae bloom.  You have a shallow water level, you have a hot sunny day or two or three and poof you have algae.  Right now there has been no sun; there has been a ton of rain and the rain has actually help wash some of the stuff out of the pond because keep in mind that is not spring-fed, it is just a retention pond so if it rains we get water and if it does not rain we have no inflow to the pond.  So right now there is no problem with algae.  When the rain stops and we start to lose some of our water depth that is when we will have to start treating for algae.
Council Member Green stated thank you.

Mayor Arriola stated I have had a few calls about the potholes.  I explained to them that we are getting a lot of rain right now.  But once it does dry out Scott mentioned they need the hole bigger in order to use the durapatcher on it.    Is that something we would want to consider doing manually or...

Municipal Manager Markus stated it depends.  Usually every year on an annual basis there are a number of potholes we have to hot patch and roll, and then there are a number of those we durapatch or cold pack.  The holes we typically have to hot patch and roll are involved in either a water line or sewer line rupture which erodes the base down.  You can put all the asphalt in there you want, and it just continues to sink because it has no base.  Those require excavation and repair to square the hole up so it takes the asphalt, reapply your base, and re-compact.  Then you overlay with your asphalt so it looks good when you finish the job.  It depends on the reason the pothole is there on how we are going to treat it.  We would either treat it with cold patch, with durapatch, or with hot patch.
