NEW BUSINESS
Mayor Arriola stated under new business we have the FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE 2011-12.  AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 36.21 DEFINITIONS OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF NEW LEBANON, OHIO.
Mayor Arriola asked are there any questions on Ordinance 2011-12?  Nothing was heard.
Mayor Arriola stated next is the FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE 2011-13.  AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 36.24 (A) DEFINITIONS OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF NEW LEBANON, OHIO.
Mayor Arriola asked are there any questions on Ordinance 2011-12?  Nothing was heard.

Mayor Arriola stated next is the FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE 2011-14.  AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 35.508 (C) (D) (E) OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF NEW LEBANON, OHIO.
Mayor Arriola stated any questions.

Council Member Joy stated I have a couple of comments I would like to make.  First, personally I don’t like the idea of having more than one item on the same ordinance.  It seems like that is what the state and federal government does.  It kind of bloats it out of proportion and no one actually knows what actually happens.  We can tell the way that works.  I also have issues with moving it from 23 to 26.  I understand that it is a law they are trying to work on.  My issue is when are we going to stop coddling our children and just allow them to grow up.  My kids are 27 and 24.  They both worked their way through college.  They had their own insurance.  I just don’t think that it should be up to residents of New Lebanon to have to continue to pay for adult children.  On the second part I see that there could be some justification for this.  It is difficult for me to understand especially where I work and where my wife works; we can either accept the insurance or not accept the insurance.  If we have the opportunity on both of our accounts, if we have employment they want justification from their employer that they cannot get insurance.  Personally I have a hard time paying somebody when it is a benefit that we provide.  I guess that is all I have to say on that.

ADMINISTRATIVE STAFF COMMENTS
Mayor Arriola stated we will go to administrative staff comments. Police Chief Daulton. 
Police Chief Daulton stated last week I had the pleasure of speaking to the Senior Government Class.  This is the third year Mrs. Daniels has invited us to speak about some of the laws that will actually affect some of the students when they turn 18 years of age as opposed as to what they deal with as juveniles.   It seemed to be a success and the students seemed to enjoy it.
Mayor Arriola stated that is a good thing to do for the students.

Mayor Arriola stated Fire Chief Markus.

Fire Chief Markus stated I have nothing this evening.
Mayor Arriola stated next is Zoning Compliance Officer Lunsford.  

Zoning Compliance Officer Lunsford stated I have nothing this evening.
Mayor Arriola stated Chief Financial Officer Etter.

Chief Financial Officer Etter stated I noticed we had not received our rollback/homestead property tax distribution payment from the State.  Last year we received it in the second week of October and it is November and we still have not received it.  So I called the State Revenue Accounting Office and talked to Sonya who informed me that Montgomery County was very late in getting the necessary information to them.  She told me the county did not get it to her until October 21st and now it is going to be eight weeks following that but assured me we would still get it in December.  It is definitely a couple of months late.  I also noticed we had not received our cigarette revenue.  We receive only a tiny portion.  I spoke to Gloria at Montgomery County who advised me that the law had changed. I did not realize that. The State is now to dispense it through the county to municipalities on a monthly basis.  Well, New Lebanon and several other local communities have received nothing so far this year.  Gloria said she would investigate this to see where our money is.  That is all I have.
Mayor Arriola stated any questions.

Municipal Manager Markus stated there is a state statute that directs and controls when the disbursements are to occur.  We will be following up on that with the Municipal Law Director.
Chief Financial Officer Etter stated Statute 323.153(B) and 323.156 mandates it is supposed to be in February and August.

Vice Mayor Madden asked is that for both the rollback and the cigarette money?

Municipal Manager Markus replied it is the rollback money.  The statute was changed for the cigarette money.

Chief Financial Officer Etter stated there is a section here that states we are supposed to get the property tax rollback in February and August.  It has not been that way in quite a while.
Vice Mayor Madden stated I don’t even know how that is possible because settlement is not even done until March and August so there is absolutely no way that can occur.  Maybe in the August settlement but not in the February settlement because…..

Chief Financial Officer Etter stated the check would usually come the next month.  Last year it was later as well.  It just appears to me that they are dragging it out.  We used to receive it in March.
Vice Mayor Madden stated you should be receiving it in March and August based on first and second half so I don’t know why that has…

Chief Financial Officer Etter stated we received it in April and September last year.  It is the first of October this year.

Vice Mayor Madden stated that is very late.

Chief Financial Officer Etter stated Gloria informed me that they are short handed.

Vice Mayor Madden stated this is true and the State is very short handed too so even when we get things to them it takes a while to get it back.
Mayor Arriola stated anyone have anything else.  Nothing was heard.

Mayor Arriola stated Service Department Superintendant Brock is not with us this evening.  Do you have anything from him? 
Municipal Manager Markus stated no sir.
